        Progres on both the implementation of the Declaration and the fight against corruption is slow and inconsistent in Central America, although there have been reforms and new regulations have been ratified to promote transparency, in terms of strengthening institutions, progress has been insufficient

       The Declaration is a tool that is dependent on the political will of those leading the various Central American countries, and as such, its implementation is subject to the decisions of the relevant civil servants and on civil society advocacy efforts, and not necessarily on the establishment of a formal sanctioning system

        The subregional nature of the Declaration offers a series of advantages, among which are the following.  Firstly, obligations made by governments in the region as part of international anti-corruption conventions such as the Inter-American Convention Against Corruption and the United Nations Convention Against Corruption.   Secondly, the Fac. that the Declaration applies to a subregion, allows more flexible, dynamic and relevant follow-up mechanisms to be established.  Thirdly, the similar historical, political and socioeconomic trajectories of the countries of the Central American region favours the Declaration without restricting countries to uniform responses.
