Main Issues Covered

	‘We want the water system to work properly’.

The workshop opened with a Keynote Address by Cobus de Swardt, Managing Director, Transparency International Secretariat who highlighted the Framework for Action arising from the Transparency International Global Corruption Report 2008: Corruption in the Water Sector. In noting that the GCR is ‘state of the art’ in terms of knowledge of the water sector, the address highlighted the need for an effective advocacy program to follow up on the Framework for Action, particularly in the coming year. This was followed by a presentation by Teun Bastemeijer on the Water Integrity Network (WIN)’s strategy for action for the coming years (See presentation attached). The last part of the workshop consisted of a moderated expert panel debate. Some additional issues covered included:
(a) Diagnosis of corruption issues in the water sector as well as the tools to address them

(b) The role of CSOs in the governance of the water sector

(c) Organization of anticorruption programmes with privately owned water sector utilities 

(d) National and regional anticorruption strategies in the water sector 

(e) The need to avoid ‘reinventing the wheel, through drawing on relevant experience in other sectors

(f) The importance of focusing on concrete results 

(g) The need to set monitorable indicators for sector performance: 

(h) Integrating the poor into sectoral AC strategies 

(i) The need for INGOs to have effective Codes of Conduct and coordination of efforts 




Main Outcomes
	1. Awareness raising relating to the importance of having a high quality diagnosis of corruption issues in the water sector. Universities and research institutes have a major role to play in this regard ; developing and using the ‘right tools for the job’: and drawing on relevant experience in other sectors (e.g. the use of Citizen Report Cards);

2. The need to support CSOs as an important factor in improving management of water sector utilities. Access to information is critically important on this regard;

3. Sharing of best practice integrity programmes in water utilities; 

4. Use of relevant tools that have been shown to be successful in other sectors, including construction and education; 

5. Identification of possible constraints on existing approaches and ways to overcome them; 

6. The importance of developing multistakeholder coalitions to fight corruption in the water sector; and 

7. The role that WIN can play in improving the coverage and quality of water supply through addressing water sector corruption issues, including providing mini and micro grants for Southern NGOs to work on water sector anticorruption projects.
