Dr. Donal O’Leary

Donal O’Leary has been working on water and energy issues for over 30 years. He joined Transparency International (TI) in July 2005 as a volunteer Senior Advisor, focusing on water sector issues. He was a founding member of the Water Integrity Network (WIN), and represents TI on the WIN Interim Steering Committee. While at TI, he has worked on multi-stakeholder anticorruption initiatives ranging from analyzing governance issues in large water supply and hydropower infrastructure in Africa to addressing corruption in municipal water systems in Central America. He is also one of the principal authors of the Global Corruption Report (2008).
Prior to joining TI, he worked with the World Bank for more than two decades (1982-2005) on water and energy infrastructure projects in Africa and South Asia, including the preparation, implementation and upgrading of hydroelectric and water supply projects in many countries. Under the World Bank Staff Exchange Program, Dr. O’Leary represented Siemens in the Industry Group associated with the World Commission on Dams (WCD).  
Dr O’Leary holds engineering degrees from the National University of Ireland as well as a PhD in chemical engineering from the University of Texas (1971). He is the author of ‘The Optimal Expansion of a Water Resources System’, which was published by Academic Press, New York, as well as numerous professional publications and reports in English and Spanish. 

  Peter Ryan 

Programme Officer and Coordinator of IRCs Sanitation & Hygiene team at International Water and Sanitation Centre (IRC), in Delft, the Netherlands, Peter’s main experience is in developing and running sanitation and water projects and programmes, especially those which generate accountability and learning.

Peter managed an initiative (called “Citizens’ Action) through which WaterAid country programmes and their partners were helped to develop programmes to enhance local accountability between service providers, local government and the communities they are supposed to serve. A multi-country initiative, it required facilitation and training in the key concepts of accountability, in project planning and in implementation and monitoring. As part of the CA initiative, a parallel process of learning and sharing was undertaken with WSP Africa. Peter was the author of two reports on the issue.

Peter developed and drove Water Aid’s Sustainable Sanitation Research programme. He was also a member of the Department for International Development (DFID) Sanitation Reference Group, which helped to formulate sanitation policy, and wrote the sanitation & water chapter of the second Global Health Watch report, an alternative report on the state of the health of the world’s poorest people, recently published. 

  Phyllis Muema

Phyllis Muema has a professional background in community development and human resources management with specialized training and skills in advocacy, community development/ management, participatory methodologies and organisational/institutional development. 

Phyllis has been a key player in the development of the Mombasa Citizens’ Report Card on Water, Sewerage and Sanitation and has continued to hold the Mombasa city Consortium together through convening meetings, sharing information in the water sector and holding the water and sanitation services providers in Mombasa accountable and monitoring compliance to the Service Provision Agreement. After the launch of the CRC report in May, 2007 in Nairobi, Phyllis on behalf of the Mombasa Water Consortium organized a six months review in December, 2007 and an annual review on 23rd May, 2008, an activity that was supported by the World Bank’s Water and Sanitation Programme (WSP). 

Phyllis has consistently coordinated the Mombasa Water Consortium and represented consumers in many water forums. She is currently participating in the formation of Water Action Groups.  

Maria González de Asis

Maria González de Asis is a Senior Public Management Spacialist at the Governance team at the World Bank Institute. Employed by the World Bank since 1997, she has concentrated on public sector reform. Most recently, she is managing anticorruption programs in the field, disseminating emerging best practice in governance and anti-corruption worldwide, leading the area of Legal and Judicial Reform Learning Programs and researching and advising countries on governance and development around the world. At the World Bank Institute she is leading the Governance and Anticorruption agenda and in the last years she has pioneered capacity building approaches for good governance and anti-corruption in several countries.

Ms. Gonzalez is a frequent speaker on governance issues in different fora, providing lectures at Standford University, Kennedy School in Harvard, Georgetown University, and she has received several awards inside and outside the Bank for her challenging work in the area of Governance. Her publications

include: "International Corruption" (Claves 1999), "Judicial Reform and Corruption" (La Revista 1997) and "La Burocracia Española" (Revista de Derecho 1996), La corrupción Judicial (Gestion y Análisis de Políticas Publicas 2001); Rule of Law and Corruption (World Bank, 2004); Reducing Corruption at the Local Level (World Bank 2005).

Ms. González de Asis has a Master's degree in Law from the Universidad Autónoma of Madrid, and a Phd in Law and she has a Master's degree in Public Policy from Georgetown University. Before joining the World Bank, Ms. González de Asis worked at Transparency International in Washington, Berlin and Peru, and for the Spanish Lawyer Firm ?Abogados Asociados? dealing with political anticorruption cases.

Mirtha Gonzalez

Mirtha Gonzalez a Honduran national and expert on Governance and Anticorruption issues is  currently serving the role of expert consultant to the Governance and Anti-corruption team at the World Bank Institute for the project “Improving Transparency, Integrity and Accountability in the Water and Sanitation Sector” in Honduras and Nicaragua.
